RULES

1.1
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2
The prescriptions of the Royal Dutch Yachting Association will apply .

1.3
The ‘Rules for Championships Sailing and Windsurfing’ will apply.

1.4
Racing rule(s) can be subject to  change . These changes predominantly relate to regatta signals , scores , time-limits and regatta declaration and will appear in full in the sailing instructions.

1.5
Participating ships should comply with the Offshore Special Regulations cat. 5 ( App. J ) as well as with the First 31.7 class regulations  .

If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.

2.
ADVERTISING

2.1
Boats , registered in the Netherlands , while carrying advertisement , need to have a certificate approved by the Yachting Association . Copy needs to be supplied with entry procedure. Ships  registered outside the Netherlands carrying advertisement have to comply with the national code of the country involved.

Advertising will be restricted to Category A.

2.3
During the regatta each participating boat will have to carry the First 31.7 class flag at the backstay and ( when present ) carry the bow number and/or sponsor flag.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1
The regatta is open to all boats of the  First 31.7 class.

3.2
Eligible boats can enter online on www.first317.nl .

3.3
Following documents need to be conferred as part of the entry process:

· Copy of valid measurement certificate

· Advertisement certificate

· Signed entry form document

· Crew list

· Copy of insurance policy sheet

Complete entry should be in the possession of the regatta secretary’s office ultimately June 9, 2007 ; later entries can only be accepted in exceptional cases.

4. CLASSIFICATION

The ISAF Sailor Classification Code will apply.

ENTRY FEES

5.1
Required fees are as follows:

€ 75.- for First 31.7 Class organisation members

€ 100.-for non-members

Entry fee to be transferred to GIRO 5311394 in name of Klassenorganisatie First 31.7 in Zwolle prior to June 9 , 2007.

Cash payment in case of late entry in exceptional cases is possible at the Regatta Office on Friday June 15, 2007.

VENUE

Races will be sailed on the Haringvliet between Hellevoetsluis and Stellendam.

SPARE

13.
SCORING

13.1 Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

13.2
(a) When fewer than five races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)When from five to seven races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

14.
SUPPORT BOATS

Support boats shall be marked with an orange flag.

15.
BERTHING

Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the harbour.

16.
HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS

Keel boats shall not be hauled out during the regatta except with and according to the terms of prior written permission of the race committee.

17.
DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS

Underwater breathing apparatus and plas​tic pools or their equivalent shall not be used around keel boats between the pre​paratory signal of the first race and the end of the regatta.

18.
RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio trans​missions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile tele​phones. It will be allowed to listen to VHF channel 72.

PRIZES

19.1
Separate ranking prizes for 1st , 2nd and 3rd place.

19.2 The Dutch Champion will receive the Yachting Club Pennant

19.3 Runner-up trophy for the team , participating for the first time , with the highest ranking

20. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Deci​sion to Race. The organizing author​ity will not accept any liability for material dam​age or personal injury or death sus​tained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of Euro 681.000 per event or the equivalent. Copy of policy document to be provided as part of entry procedure.

Each participant will automatically give the right to the championship organiser to , for an unlimited period and without any exception , produce , use and broadcast pictures and / or movies and other reproductions  taken of participant during this championship.
